DISCUSSION GUIDE

MOUNT SINAI

Introduction:

When God invites us to a “mountain top”, it’s an invitation to change our
perspective through an encounter with God, which in turn impacts our
lives. This invitation to come to the mountaintop and encounter God
comes to us every day. Sometimes the mountains are big, sometimes
they are small, but everyone is offered the opportunity to see the world
differently and grow in our faith.

Key Scriptures:
Exodus 20, Deuteronomy 6:1-9, Romans 3:30, James 2:10

Discussion Questions:

1. Theterm “The 10 Commandments” is well known even to
people who don’t understand the significance, what did you
think about them growing up?

2. What stood out to you from this week’s message?

3. Chad shared 3 things we need to understand about the Law.
Talk through each of the 3. Which one gave you the most to
think about? Why?

4. Read Deuteronomy 6:1-9, 24-25. How do these verses help
us better understand how to apply the principles of the 10
commandments in our lives?

5. What actions does God want the people to take in the verses
above and how do they still apply to us today?

6. Read Exodus 20:1-17. The first commandment is “You shall
have no other gods before me”. This would be anything that
we’ve made more important than God. What are some areas
that we struggle with this?

7. How might someone be able to determine the fine line
between something being a priority and something being a
“god” in their life?

8. Read James 2:10. What do you find out about God from this
passage? What do you find out about yourself? What is
God'’s answer to the situation?
